St. Peter’s History
Did you know?

Sketch of the old Church

Above is a sketch of the ‘old Church,’ (circa 1900) prior to the construction of our
present day St. Peter’s.

Electric lights were installed in the Church in 1922, however, they were found to be
somewhat inadequate. This problem was not corrected until 1934 when the Women'’s
Association of Seal Cove paid for the installation of extra lights. At some time during
the 1920’s the clergyman’s means of transportation changed from horse to the
horseless carriage. It is not known in what year that the car was purchased or the
price. However, the 1927 minutes show that a motion was passed to auction the old
car for not less than $60. A decision was make to purchase a new car the following
year and envelopes were sent out to parishioners requesting money to pay off the
debt. In 1932 there was $235.00 still owing.
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
